The cost of one roll of film is really not prohibitive.   All you need to do is take a couple of shots for
each subject and then finish off the roll taking photos of subjects you enjoy. This means that all you
need to develop is one roll of film. Very cost effective.  
It is not necessary to enlarge the prints, as most camera club judges will not deduct points for size.
They look for quality and I know from past experience that ALL our members are capable of providing
this quality.
